Part of the pre-race trim is closing
up sources of air that could translate into drag. Both air going into
and out of the airframe. This means no cooling air coming into the
cabin. At 1000’ AGL, banging around in turbulence with OAT’s in
the 90’s can make for a very uncomfortable ride. Larry’s co-pilots
are always selected from his and Kim'’s children, Tiffany, Daniel,
David and this year's participant, Nicholas.

At this Venture Cup the family Lancair had it best showing ever,
posting a real increase in speed of 12 MPH over their last event. In
the racing world, that much of an improvement is huge and in the
Tour de France the other entrants would call for an immediate
doping test. The truth; Larry’s been working diligently on it for
months and those engine and airframe improvements paid off. A best ever 258 MPH, good enough for 2" place
in the Formula RG class behind Dick Keyt.

Meet a Member: Bill Rose

Two of the nicest people I've ever met are Bill and Loraine
Rose, long time members, parents of two sons and life time
Texans.

| went to their home to get what | expected to be the flying
story of Bills life but what | enjoyed the most was Loraine’s
story of her trip to Okinawa in the 50’s on the troopship “Billy
Mitchell”.

Bill joined the Navy in 1951 and was sent to a civilian school
(California Aeronautical school of Technology) to be trained in
aircraft maintenance, a field he remained in for 24 years. A few
years later, the Navy being the Navy, he was sent off to
Okinawa and for 5 months Loraine was alone raising their
young son. “Enough of that!” she said and off they go to join
him. The Navy had just dragged the “Billy Mitchell” out of
mothballs and that was what they were offered as
transportation. The first night out everyone, including other
families were at dinner where spirits were high and conversation was brisk. Loraine knew something was amiss when
she saw a three inch high rail around the edge of the mess table. After a rough and tumble first night, the attendance at
breakfast was noticeably thinner. She was proud to say they didn’'t miss a meal for the whole trip. She was the only one
who could take care of their son and she just flat wouldn’t allow herself to be sick! Shortly thereafter the “Billy Mitchell”
was returned to mothballs.

During Bill's military career he worked on and flew in a number of Navy aircraft. He was a C-54 Flight Engineer as well
as an examiner. His flying career began in 1959 in a J-3 and continued through commercial and instrument in his later
years while working at Kirtland AFB in Albuquerque. While in New Mexico he worked in the Airborne Naval Weapons
Evaluation Facility and was there for the evaluation and introduction of the F-14 Tomcat in 1973. It doesn’t escape Bill
that he’s also seen the retirement of the F-14.

Bill tried his hand at professional aviation, working as a charter pilot but he quickly discovered that the phone calls and
waiting of that life didn’t suit him. Airlines were cutting back on both pilots and mechanics so that avenue was closed.
Perhaps a fortuitous turn of events. He found himself managing plant maintenance for a large corporation in Dallas and
did that for 5 years when an old boss invited him to join him as a machine tools engineer working on and setting up
large industrial machines. Eventually he saw a need and Bill and his second son, an electrical engineer, started a
machine tools service business. Retrofitting, repairing and doing warranty work on some of the biggest machines in the
world. It was fascinating that it was more economical at times for companies to ship these huge machines to Bill to work
on. Other times he would travel worldwide to them. Retirement brought the two of them to Pecan and they've carved out
a home here.

Bills list of owned a/c include a J-5, Aeronca Chief, Cherokee 140, two Bonanza'’s and his current RV-8.

Oh, that baby that traveled with Loraine on the “Billy"? He retired from the military too. The Air Force, no more boats for
him!
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HUH?

From the Ft. Worth FAAST publication, Nuts and Bolts. (Steve Wilson sent
this to me and asked that we not kill the messenger)

“Question: Do Airworthiness Directives apply to engines or propellers installed on experimental amateur built aircraft?
Answer: Yes

This has been a controversial subject for years. People assume that because part 43 does not apply to experimental
aircraft that AD’s are not applicable. Wrong, it starts in 14 CFR part 91.403(a) which says in part, the owner or operator
must maintain the aircraft in an airworthy condition including compliance with part 39. Then we go to, 14 CFR part 39
where the whole subject of AD’s is covered, and there is no relief given in the rule for experimentally certificated aircraft.
This is also covered in AC 39-7C in paragraph 8. If they had intended to give relief to type certificated products installed
on experimental aircraft it would have stated that in the regulation. The 14 CFR part 39 rule says in part, that when an
unsafe condition exists in a product and is likely to exist in other similar products, an AD is issued. It's all about safety to
the flying public. If the FAA knows there is a safety issue with a product, it is their job by law to require people that use
that product to do something to correct or mitigate the unsafe condition. Big Brother has no control over where that
product is used. That's why if that unsafe product has an applicable AD note, and it ends up on an experimental aircraft, in
the interest of safety to the public the AD must be complied with.

If you read FAR part 39 again, with an open mind this time, you will notice that there are no words like "except for
products installed on aircraft that have been issued an experimental airworthiness certificate”, or any other language that
gives relief from an applicable airworthiness directive. This is not an area that has received much attention from
the FAA Inspector staff, but we expect it may make it to the front lines with the influx of light sport aircraft
many of which have type certificated products installed.”

Ed. note: | thought all this had been settled years ago! Once again, regional interpretations are a plague.

You can take your cam to the local hot rod shop for modification, use electronic ignition that has never seen the scrutiny of
any certification process, use pistons from a Chevrolet Corvette or the whole damn engine from an junk yard wreck but
the FAA is determined to make us comply with an AD process that many times has been shown to be a knee jerk reaction
to isolated incidents where their fix has been more dangerous than the original problem. It's not about whether or not
complying with an AD is the safest thing to do, it's about dragging us back into the quagmire of logs, documentation,
paperwork, inspection, etc.

They use phrases like “in the interest of safety to the public” and “it's all about safety”. BULL! It's about empire building
and fear among anyone in the FAA that they may have to explain what they were thinking.

If you are not too concerned about this article because you have that oil pump AD taken care of on your engine, well think
about this:

The regulation they hang this whole premise upon is 14 CFR part 91.403(a). Go get your FAR’s and read the next line
down, 14 CFR 91.403(b). “No person may perform maintenance, preventative maintenance, or alterations on an aircraft
other than is prescribed in this subpart and other applicable regulations, including Part 43 of this chapter.”

| spoke with a Ft. Worth FSDO maintenance inspector three years ago and the sentence you just read reflected perfectly
his take on us working on our airplanes. Other than oil changes and minor maintenance, we can’t! He's probably the
senior inspector by now. Now go back and re-read the line highlighted in the article.

If you enjoy working on your airplane, trying new things, just experimenting in general, these guys ought to scare the hell
out of you!
