Dennis Polen Educational Foundation

(Ed Note: Many local residents are familiar with Dick Keyt's Polen Special. If you are relatively new, however, you
may not be aware of the Educational Foundation associated with it. Dick graciously allowed me to lift this summary
from his recently updated brochure.)

During a five year period culminating in 1972, Dennis Po-

len, a self taught engineer, designed and built a one of a
kind homebuilt aircraft. The aircraft, the Polen Special, was
built in Dennis’ garage using hand tools, and engineering
knowledge acquired through tenacity and self-study of text
references when faced with a challenge.

The Polen Special was acquired by Richard Keyt in 1998,
and he got much more than an airplane. The vision, value,

and skills that created the Polen Special were passed on.
Paying homage to Dennis Polen, and seeing a need to
provide an aviation educational opportunity promoting this same vision and skills, Richard cre-
ated an educational foundation.

Dennis Polen

The Dennis Polen Educational Foundation was founded in February 2003. Richard Keyt, Foun-
dation President, is an airline pilot, former US Air Force pilot, certified flight instructor, licensed
aircraft mechanic, machinist, and holds a Bachelor of Science degree in Aeronautical Engineer-
ing from the University of Minnesota.

The Foundation stimulates innovation with practical, one
-on-one internships. The paid internship serves as a
student’s summer job, providing an arena for practical
application of theoretical, classroom knowledge. This
valuable experience helps fill the ever expanding void
between classroom knowledge and those practical skills
required from a successful, skilled employee.

Experience with the foundation helps students get a
clear focus on their interests. With this background, it is
much easier to make career decisions and concentrate
on further education.

Student interns reside at the Polen facility at Pecan Plantation airpark in Granbury, Texas. The
airpark’s central runway is surrounded by a neighborhood of aviation enthusiasts. This provides a
wide base of readily available volunteers with differing knowledge sets and experience levels in
all aspects of aviation.
