            April Chapter Meeting - GPS Nav 
 
The month of April is known for changes. Winter is trying to end, Spring is try-
ing to begin, activities juggle themselves around each other.   Our chapter 
meeting fit right in to the April mix.  Because Sun-and-Fun was held early, we 
held the regular meeting a week late, and GAMI had to reschedule (for our 
September Chapter meeting).  We were very fortunate to connect with Amer-
ica’s foremost GPS expert/instructor! 
 
Dr. Keith Thomassen, PHD, CFII has written several books on how to oper-
ate various GPS systems, including GNS 430/480 and Chelton.  Although the 

manual that comes with the units explains what the unit is capable of doing, his manual concentrates 
on how to do each specific task.  Much more user-friendly.  Keith is probably the most knowledge-
able person on operating GPS in the country.  Even the Chelton factory purchased his manual to 
train their instructors.  Keith presented an overview of “GPS Navigation – The Big Picture”  He 
briefly covered ‘Flight Plans’, ‘Vertical Courses’, ‘WAAS Approaches’, interesting facts relating to 
how a GPS works, what is going on now, and the antici-
pated changes in the systems of GPS. A lot of information 
crammed in an hour. In addition, the prior day, some of 
our members were fortunate to attend a full day class that 
Keith agreed to hold.   We appreciate his effort to fly in 
from Grass Valley California, and present a short over-
view for our chapter.

3 From the Prez 
 
I’m sure many of you have never looked closely at our Chapter by-laws. (They are actually available 
on our web site.) When Chapter 983 was chartered, the generic, suggested by-laws provided by 
EAA were used as a guideline. At that time, apparently the feeling was that this small, new chapter 
did not require a Board of Directors and the paragraph addressing this was deleted. As our chapter 
has grown over the years it would seem appropriate that we consider incorporating this provision. At 
times, your officers would benefit from the input a BOD could provide in making significant decisions. 
The paragraph in EAA’s generic by-laws reads as follows: 
 
Chapter Board of Directors 
1. The business and property of the Chapter shall b e conducted and controlled by the Chap-
ter Board of Directors. 
2. The Chapter Board of Directors shall consist of the following: 

a. Class I Director: Class I Directors shall be the  Chapter President, Chapter Vice Presi-
dent, Chapter Secretary, and Chapter Treasurer. 
b. Class II Director: Class II Directors shall be f our (4) additional 
members elected to the position of Class II Directo r. 
c. The term of office for the Chapter Board of Dire ctors shall be two (2) years, two di-
rectors being elected at each yearly election when officers are elected. 

3. The Chapter President shall preside over the Cha pter Board of Directors as its Chairper-
son. 
4. In case of a vacancy on the Chapter Board of Dir ectors, the Chapter 
President may appoint a replacement, subject to the  approval of a majority of the Chapter 
Board of Directors. 
5. Meetings of the Chapter Board of Directors may b e called at any time by the Chapter Presi-
dent or by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of the Chapt er Board of Directors. 
6. Notice of Meetings of the Chapter Board of Direc tors, stating the location, time, and pur-
pose of the meeting shall be mailed or personally g iven to each Member of the Chapter Board 
of Directors at least 48 hours prior to the time of  the meeting. If all of the Members of the 
Chapter Board of Directors are present at a meeting , any business of the organization may be 
transacted without previous notice of the meeting. 
7. A simple majority of the Chapter Board of Direct ors, at least two (2) of which shall be Ex-
ecutive Officers, shall constitute a quorum of the Chapter Board of Directors. 
8. Each Member of the Chapter Board of Directors sh all serve as a Board 
Member without compensation. 
9. The Chapter Board of Directors shall have the po wer and authority to enforce all rules and 
regulations pertaining to the use and operation of the Chapter’s property. 
 
Please consider the possibility of adopting something of this nature. We can discuss this further at 
our next business meeting.
