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consummate EAA Technical Counselor.

His knowledge of the construction and
maintenance of the Vans RV series of aircraft is legendary. Martin's
advice, information and counsel are so sought after, that he can
almost be considered a professional Tech Counselor.

Martin began the construction of his first RV project in
September, 1988. He and wife Claudia started the project in the living
room of their home and completed the RV6 in May of 1991.Their RV
was one of the first completed in Texas. NB68CM, was, and after 2000
hours of flight time, still is, a shining example of a Vans aircraft. Having
completed one of the first Vans airplanes, Martin was sought after for
advice on completing a homebuilt project. During this time he also
assumed the presidency of the Denton, TX EAA chapter, after the
untimely death of the former president. Later on Martin was also vice-president of EAA Chapter 34, Arlington, TX. Many of
the members of both chapters were counseled by Martin regarding the completion of their projects.

Martin retired early, at age 51, and began what essentially is a full time non-paid career of helping
builders complete their homebuilt projects. Additionally, he started an RV-8 project and completed the major portion of the
airframe. He sold that uncompleted project as he and wife decided the RV6 better suited their flying needs. Martin began
helping Bob Avery, of Avery Tools, and taught classes in metal aircraft building, and instructed many first time builders on
the proper techniques. Also Vans aircraft shipped one of the first "quick build" RV6 projects to Bob Avery. Martin
completed the airframe construction of this quick build; Ken Scott of Vans Aircraft came to Avery Tools and interviewed
Martin in order to complete the writing of the construction manual for the quick build kit. So, many of the tips and
techniques used by RV builders actually came from Martin Sutter.

Martin initially had a wooden propeller on his RV6. He offered his airplane for testing for a metal propeller
to Sensenich Propeller, and he spent several weeks working with their engineers helping to develop a metal propeller for
the RV aircraft. He has also been one of the first to test the electronic P-mags. Martin has continued to work with Bob
Avery Tools at the Sun N Fun and AirVenture fly-ins for several years. He is often sought after by builders at the Avery
booth, not only to get expert advice on the proper tools, but also to get his counsel on (continued on p.2)

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construction technique. He is renowned for his encyclopedic knowledge of the Vans construction plans, and ability to help
builders better understand the construction process.

Martin has spent his retirement years helping others build, modify, maintain, and fly their aircraft projects. He has
helped a handicapped pilot complete a RV6 project which required extensive modification to the aircraft control system to
enable him to fly his airplane. He also helped this pilot restore the aircraft to normal flight control system when the aircraft
was sold to another pilot. He has helped to rebuild a RV6 that was extensively damaged in a take-off accident. He has
spent innumerable hours helping friends complete their homebuilt kits, instructing them on proper aviation construction
techniques. Martin and Claudia moved to Pecan Plantation Airpark in Granbury, TX in 1999 and joined EAA Chapter 983,
the Brazos River Bunch. Quickly recognized as an "RV Guru", he has instructed and advised many builders in Chapter
983. There are over 20 flying RV's at Pecan Plantation and Martin has been involved in almost every project, as well as
many other experimental projects including Dick Keyt's Polan Special. Additionally, Martin has done the First Flight on
several RV’s.

Martin was born and raised in Switzerland and thanks to the Internet has given construction advice and
tips to builders in Europe. He has been asked to look at RV projects and completed aircraft for possible export to Europe
and has generously given his time and energy helping these international builders. He has even given European RVer's
the opportunity to stay at his house while they obtain RV transition training despite the fact he has never personally met
them. Martin can truly be called an international Tech Counselor.

In late 2004, Martin began what he says is his final solo RV project, an RV-7A, which was completed in
early 2006. He installed a total glass cockpit and has accumulated over 90 hours on this truly beautiful airplane, N678CM.
The quality of Martins work is phenomenal; his work can only be described as expert. He completed this project while
continually instructing and advising other Texas RV builders. Any visitor to Martin's home will soon notice the constant
ringing of the phone, with another builder on the end of the line seeking advice.

As noted in the beginning paragraph, we feel that there can not be a more dedicated , competent, consummate
EAA Technical Counselor. Martin's construction expertise, advice and counsel has been so valuable to not only Texas,
but national, and international RV builders, that the officers and members of EAA Chapter 983 have asked that Martin
Sutter be considered a candidate for the prestigious Tony Bingelis Award.

The Safety Note

A while back a friend of mine was going to fly his homebuilt after bringing it to its new home at a nearby grass strip. He
had flown it out of there before and this flight was to check out some minor changes he’d made to it. | was standing by
while he loaded up and got ready to fly. He asked me to fly my plane and check him for leaks in-flight. | remember thinking
that it sure would be nice to go along with him in that cool looking ship.

His takeoff turned out to be a whisker from tragedy. Several small things conspired to rob performance during the takeoff
roll and trees at the end of the runway provided the final challenge.

First of all; the grass had grown a bit since he'd flown and his wheel pants were close tolerance where the grass height is
concerned, second, it was in the Spring and it was a warm day so the density altitude was higher than previous flights. His
engine/wing design combination sacrifices low speed for high speed performance and is particularly sensitive to density
altitude fluctuations.

We all watched with growing anxiety as his slow acceleration resulted in breaking ground a long ways down the runway
and clearing the trees with just feet to spare. He is an experienced pilot and that is probably what got him through.

To this day | still shudder when | think about how readily | would have climbed into that cockpit with him had he asked.
After all, | knew he’d flown it in and out before with no problem.

With Summer approaching it's probably a good time to give some thought again to the effects of density altitude. It's also
wise to remind ourselves to approach each takeoff as a new event whether or not we've done it before. Just a moment to
think: “What could be different about this takeoff?”
